
WONDER VALLEY LOCATIONS

#4. Jack’s Place: 
Jack Pierson
From 29 Palms proceed east on Amboy Road.  (about a mile 
after the big pink building with the pyramids) look out of 
your right window for a drive by sign.

#3. Godwin and Pioneer: 
Thom Merrick
From 29 Palms proceed east on Amboy Road for 6.5 miles.  
Turn  LEFT on Godwin Road, follow Godwin, a dirt road 2.5 
miles to Pioneer, there is a turn around. Park in turn around 
area and follow colored stakes by foot, approximately 10 
minutes by foot. Important! Take water with you, be safe. 

#2. Akin Family Residence: 
Yosua Okon, “White Russians”
12:00 - 5:00 PM, Saturday and Sunday
From Amboy turn LEFT on Thompson Road,  at .6 miles 
Thompson merges with Meriwether,  continue .3 miles, turn 
LEFT on Mesa, .3 miles house on Right (82620 Mesa)

 #1. Wonder Valley Institute of Contemporary Art:
Friday night 6:00 PM to 12:00 AM event, 
All day Saturday and Sunday
From 29 Palms head east on Amboy road, drive 20 miles.  
You will see a sign on the right that says “adios come again” 
- make a left at �rst dirt road on the left after this sign.

SATURDAY NIGHT: 
6:00 Dinner at the Palms  in Wonder Valley
8:00 Performance by Marnie Webber  and the Spirit Girls 
To the Palms: Drive east to 29 Palms.  Turn LEFT on Adobe Road, then RIGHT on Amboy Road.  The Palms bar and restaurant 
will be about 13 miles on the RIGHT side of the road.  (Look for the bu�alo sign)

#7 Blake Simpson's Mojave Sands (motel): 
Amy and Wendy Yao's Art Swapmeet
Saturday 12 to 5 PM
From Downtown Joshua Tree take the 29 Palms Hwy east and 
turn Right on Sunburst Ave. (3rd stoplight in Joshua Tree).  
Mojave Sands is enclosed with a rusted metal fence - parking 
is available in back and along side streets.

#6 Behind the Bail Bonds: 
Julia Scher, "Surveillant Architectures", Security By Julia" 
Joel Kyack,  "The Greater The Goal The Deeper The Hole”
From the town of Joshua Tree drive one mile east to 
the large yellow Bail Bonds Sign, turn RIGHT onto 
Neptune.  Drive up Neptune, road will veer LEFT.  
Follow road about half a mile to the site (look for the 
big rocky hill)  Please do not block the turn around 
loop!

#5 Coyote Dry Lake:  
Ry Rocklin,  "High/Dry" Lullabye"
5:00 Saturday afternoon
To get to Coyote Dry Lake turn o� 29 Palms Hwy on 
Sunfair.  Drive north (away from hills) 1.8 miles to 
Broadway.  Turn RIGHT on Broadway and drive 1.6 
miles.  The pavement will turn to dirt. When you get to 
the dry lake bed turn and drive LEFT (ish) about a mile 
or so and look for a cluster of other cars. Plan plenty of 
time to �nd this site as the dry lake is very large and it 
may take a while to �nd the performance.
